Headteachers
In the early days, the Headteacher would have been the Superior of the convent at Upper Brook Street. The Foundress’ companion who had travelled from France with her, established the convent at Upper Brook street. She was Sister Julie Guillemet.. The Nineteenth Century records have gaps in them and the earliest recorded Superior was Mother Lucy Shaw.

1872?-1881?

Mother Lucy Shaw, entered the FCJ Society on 25th March 1855 at Salford.

She was “for a long period, Superior at Brook Street (at least from 1872); born in Birmingham 25th March 1831, died at Gumley, 12th February 1910.

1904?-1906 
Mother Magdalen Hyor, entered the Society at Gumley, 31 July 1867; born in Boyle, Roscommon, 5th November, 1849. died at Manchester, 1916.

1906-1922

Mother Mary O’Kennedy, entered the Society at Liverpool; born in County Clare, died at Paisley, 1942.

1925-1928

Mother Elfrida Bretherton, entered the Society at Upton in 1894; born in Warrington, died at Middlesborough, 1938.

1928-1935

Mother Mary Joseph McCorry, entered the Society at Gumley House in 1912; born in Twickenham, died at Middlesborough, 1975.

1935-1939

Mother Theodore Gregson, entered the Society at Upton in 1912; born in Newcastle, died at Sedgley Park, 1970.

1939-1948

Mother Monica Dundon, entered the Society at Upton in 1918; born in Limerick, died at Broadstairs, 1979.

1948-1958
Mother Mechtilde Hanning, entered the Society at Upton in 1925; born in Ewell, died at Broadstairs, 1977.

1958-1981

Mother Victoire Murphy, born in Co Waterford 1918, entered the Society at Brussels, 1937, B.A. Dublin 

1981-1985

Sister Bernadette O’Malley, entered the Society at Broadstairs in 1947; born in Clarecastle, 1928.
